Upon completion of a House
of Studies program, graduates
will receive a diploma and have:

1)  Acquired a deeper knowledge of historical
theology and the Bible to more effectively
function in various roles in a church setting;

2) Developed skills in studying the Bible;

3) Formed a sound foundation for continuing
scholarly biblical studies and theology; and

4) Prepared for vocational opportunities as a
diaconate or presbyter or in various profes-
sional fields in ministry and theology.
